Punjab University Library is a historical & high profile rescarch library established
in 1882 as a University Library & now itis a largest Library of Pakistan. There are separate
air conditioned rooms, halls and scetions in Library for readers with total sitting capacity of
about 1000 readers at a time. Library has a rich collection comprising on 6 lac physical
books, 85000 Electronic Books, more than 25,000 ¢lectronic joumnals. 12,000, Urdu &
English thesis of Maters, M.Phil. & Ph.D. level.

Library has its own state of the art computers & internet lab having the capacity of
150 latest computers with high speed internet connection, and Wi-Fi access within library
premises. Approximately 30,000 books in PDF formatare also available in dignal hibrary.

The Library has a Web OPAC through Multilingual Library and Information Management
Svstem (MLIMS) which enables us to enter data in oriental languages as well. It has an
exclusive manuscript section having almost 22,000 manuscripts in diflerent languages.
Punjab University Librarv has its collection in 9 major Natonal and International
languages in diverse formats like Print material, CDs, DVDs, Microfilms, and Microfiches
ete. The library also has audio visual facilities for its readers.

Besides all these we are scarching new horizons to facilitate our readers through
manual and electronic technologies.
