The font size should be 12 for running text, 13 point for
headings and 14 for main headings. Subheadings should be at reasonable intervals to break the monotony of lengthy
text. Word to be set in italics not underlined. Abbreviations and acronyms should be spelled out at first mention unless
they are well known to the readers (e.g., IQ needs no explanation). Formatting and citation should be according to APA
