On the political front,
he envisioned a separate Muslim state in India and pointed towards a true leader in the
personality of Mohammad Ali Jinnah to realize that dream. In this way, he is regarded the as the
dreamer of Pakistan. The impact and significance of Igbal has increased even more. The recent
developments at national and international level has necessitated a refresh study of Igbal so that
the problems being faced by the Muslim community, all over the world, can be addressed
properly in the right direction.
