Course Introduction

The course "Usiil al-Figh" holds a significant position as it serves as a foundational
study of the principles and methodology of Islamic jurisprudence. This course delves
into the intricate system of deriving legal rulings from the primary sources of Islamic
law, namely The Holy Qur’an and Sunnah. Students explore the principles of
interpreting and extracting legal rulings from these sources, as well as the role of
consensus (ijma’) and analogy (Qiyas) in Islamic legal reasoning. Additionally, the
course emphasizes the importance of understanding the historical context and linguistic
nuances when interpreting Islamic texts.

1. Fundamental knowledge of Ilm Usiil al-Figh.
2. Introduction to the primary sources of Islamic jurisprudence
3. Awareness of principles of inference from jurisprudential sources
