Course Title Textual Study of The Holy Qur’ān -III 
(Tafsīr) Semester  VII 

Course Introduction 

The Holy Qur’ān, as the central religious text of Islam, provides a profound source of 
both legal and ethical guidance for believers. This course contains the Tafsīr of two 
Surah: al-Maidah and al-Ahzab.  Surah Al-Maidah, the 5th chapter, delves into legal 
provisions and ethical considerations, covering topics such as dietary laws, criminal 
justice, and contractual agreements. In Surah Al-Ahzab, the 33rd chapter, The Holy 
Qur’ān addresses various aspects of social and community life, offering insights into 
matters of marriage, family relations, and the conduct of the Prophet Muhammad 
(PBUH). 

Learning Outcomes 

On the completion of the course, the students will: 
1. Obtain profound knowledge of the legal and ethical commandments mentioned 

in Surah al-Maidah. 
2. Acquire in-depth understanding of the legal and ethical directives outlined in 

Surah al-Ahzab
