Course Introduction

History of Muslim civilization in the Subcontinent is dominated, to a large extent, by the
Mughals’ history. Mughals’ history is divided into two periods: the Great Mughals, and the Later
Mughals. The Later Mughals history has a greater significance because it symbolizes the decline
and fall of the Mughal Empire in India. This period has certain reasons to be a focus of detailed
investigation. It is the major context and background to the rise of Muslim nationalism in the
Subcontinent in the twentieth century. Moreover, it reflects the nature and direction of the
Muslim society in India. The story of decline and fall of the Mughal Empire is even more
important to study than the “Great Mughals.” In fact, the great lessons of history are derived
from its darker periods rather than the “Golden Age”. The eighteenth and nineteenth centuries
in India witnessed far-reaching changes in the political organization, social institutions and
economic life and conditions. The Mughal Empire, which had given a sense of unity to the
country, and led to progressive developments all walks of life, disintegrated rapidly. The
Marhatas zeal to establish their authority throughout India failed, and eventually, the British
merchant-adventurers succeeded in establishing the Empire of a very different type.

Persian Language and Literature in South Asia

Course Introduction

Persian culture, religion and iterature has had an extraordinary impact on Central, Southern and
Western Asia as well as other cultures globally. The Persian language and cultural heritage were
brought to the Indian Subcontinent by Muslim rulers. Persian was the official language of the
Delhi Sultanate (1206 to 1526 CE) and later of the far-reaching Mughal Empire (1526 to 1857
CE). Many South Asian cultural elites adopted Persian as the language of poetry and belles-
lettres and Hindu classics such as the Mahabharata were translated into the language. The second
Mughal emperor Humaytin brought painters from the Safavid court to India, who subsequently
founded the Mughal school of painting. Scholars consider the unique style developed in the
Mughal ateliers to be a synthesis of Persian, Indian and European elements, the latter having
been brought to the Mughal court by Jesuit missionaries. The Mughal miniature and portrait
style is also known for depicting people, animals and plants with a remarkable degree of realism.
Indeed, the Mughal emperors themselves, their families and courtiers were favourite subjects of
Mughal painters, as were detailed scientific studies of flora and fauna. Persian remained an
important administrative language during the East India Company’s early decades of
encroachment on South Asia, with British officials seeking to achieve mastery of the Persian
language as a means to achieving their economic and colonial objectives. English replaced
Persian as the official language of British rule in 1837 CE.

Gandhara is the region that comprises Peshawar Valley, Mardan, Swat, Dir, Malakand, and
Bajaur agencies in the Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Province (NWFP), Taxila in Punjab, and up to
Jalalabad in Afghanistan.
