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Course Introduction

This course has three components containing both readings and related activities: The first
component is about fables- that is, stories with animal characters having human attributes. The
second component concerns wisdom literature and looks specifically at some of the stories,
both in prose and poetry, of the famous Persian Literary figure Mouvlana Rumi and Kashaf ul
Mahjub an ancient Persian treatise on Sufism. The third component is “Saif ul Malook” by
Mian Muhammad Baksh is a later addition of Arabic fables “One thousands and one nights”.
