Parliamentary Debates Competition (Urdu & English)

Rules & Regulations

1.

The format for debates is the Asians Parliamentary style consisting for Urdu and British
Parliamentary Style of Debates for English.

Teams will be given 30 minutes for preparation for the debate for Urdu and 15 minutes for
English.

Speaking time for speeches is 7+1 minutes in Urdu and 6+1 in English.

During a debate speakers may not communicate with their coach, other team members who are
not speaking in that debate, or any person in the audience.

In case of a tie in the number of wins between two or more teams, the number of judges will be
considered followed by the winning margin in each round.

Best speaker will be decided upon the basis of amalgamated speaker points from each of the
preliminary rounds only.
