Introduction to the Department:

Arabic, the medium of learning and thinking throughout the history of Muslim
Ummah, is national language of 22 Arab countries and has been declared official language of
the UNO. The Department of Arabic, one of the oldest departments in the University, is a
custodian of this intellectual Islamic and Arab legacy.

e The candidates must have to qualify the written test (GRE based designed by the
departmental HEC approved committees) with 50% for M.Phil.

e Equivalence is required before admission: From PU (Qualification from
Institutions other than the University of the Punjab will be equalized by the
Equivalence Committee of the University of the Punjab). Candidates will have to
apply to equivalence cell.

e Equivalence of Degrees Awarded by chartered foreign universities will be also
required from HEC Pakistan. PU equivalence is also required.

e A foreign candidate should apply through his/her Home Country’s Embassy or
Consulate and Pakistan Mission/s Abroad office (in case of Overseas Pakistani).
NOC and equivalence of degrees from HEC required.
