The King is both head of state
and Spreme Governor of the Church of England. There is no established church in Northern
Ireland or Wales.

Christianity is one njar influence among many that shape our current ways of life. We are a
nation of many denominations and religions. Large sectors of the population do not hold, or
practise, religious beliefs.
If Britain were truly a secular democracy, political structunesild reflect the reality of
changing times by separating religion from the state.
Secularism protects both believers and-hehevers
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Secularism seeks to ensure and protect freedom of religious belief and practice for all citizens.
Secularists want freedns of thought and conscience to apply equally té aklievers and
nonbelievers alike. They do not wish to curtail religious freedoms.

Religious Freedom

Secularism seeks to defend the absolute freedom of religious and other belief, and protect the
right to manifest religious belief insofar as it does not impinge on the rights and freedoms of
others. Secularism ensures that the right of individuals to freedom of religion is always
balanced by the right to be free from religion.

Secularism is about demaay and fairness

In a secular democracy all citizens are equal before the law and parliament. No religious or
political affiliation gives advantages or disadvantages and religious believers are citizens with
the same rights and obligations as anyone else.

Secularism champions universial human rights above religious demands. It upholds equality
laws that protect women, LGBT people and minorities from religious discrimination. These
equality laws ensure that ntrelievers have the same rights as those whotifglewith a
religious or philosophical belief.

Equal access to public services

We all share hospitals, schools, the police and the services of local authorities. It is essential
that these public services are secular at the point of use;@wens disdvantaged or denied
access on grounds of religious belief (or +#ahief). All statefunded schools should be non
religious in character, with children bei
religion. When a public body grants a contracttha provision of services to an organisation
affiliated to a particular religion or belief, such services must be delivered neutrally, with no
attempt to promote the ideas of that faith group.

Secularism is not atheism

Atheism is a lack of belief igods. Secularism simply provides a framework for a democratic
society. Atheists have an obvious interest in supporting secularism, but secularism itself does
not seek to challenge the tenets of any particular religion or belief, neither does it seasto imp
atheism on anyone.

Secularism is simply a framework for ensuring equality throughout sotigty politics,
education, the law and elsewhértor believers and nehelievers alike.

Secularism protects free speech and expression

Religious people havée right to express their beliefs publicly but so do those who oppose or
guestion those beliefs. Religious beliefs, ideas and organisations must not enjoy privileged
protection from the right to freedom of expression. In a democracy, all ideas and rhektfs

be open to discussion. Individuals have rights; ideas do not.

Secularism is the best chance we have to create a society in which people of all religions or
none can live together fairly and peacefully.

Mitra but also added their Saturn god to it.
Saturn was known to be pulled by a horse with 8 legs in a sledge that was being pulled by
snakes with wings. On this festival, everything used to happen oppdsiteclk e ma st er 6 s |
serve slaves etc. It also included a festival known as Juvenilia in which people used to have
sexual relationships with children, practice homosexuality, have drunken parties and dance
uncovered on roads.
200 years after Prophet Is&SAthe Christians were under Roman rule. During the rule of
Emperor Constantine, a council was held. In this Council, major Scholars of the Christian world
gathered in front of the Roman Emperor and his officials to discuss, debate and officially
formulatesome key doctrines of what is today the Trinity.
However, the Christians finally gave up and bowed down in front of the Roman world,
accepting Roman paganism. This led the Romans to become a little soft for them and hence
make other decisions such as giyiProphet Isa the status of God and divinity, and the name
of Saturnalia was converted to the 12 days o
(their sun god) but it was rebranded as the
According to most historiansata Claus is actually a spin on the name Saint Nicholas, who
was a gift giving priest. Although Saint Nicholas is painted as a holy man and a lovable
character, he is coupled with a secondary character named Krampus. It was believed if kids
behaved wellhat year, Saint would give them gifts. However, if they misbehaved then they
would be beaten up by Krampus. Saint Nicholas and Krampus were merged to make the
character of Santa Claus.

should be no reason to believe in God. While new atheists suggest that theists concept can be absolutely
negated by scientific arguments especially arguments based on concept of evolution.
