International Anti-Corruption Day Celebrated 
On December 09, 2011 in Lahore

NAB - Punjab organized a Seminar on "Prevention of Irregularities and Ground Practices in Public Procurements" held in Al-Hamra Hall No. 3 on the occasion of International Anti-Corruption Day. This was very well addressed by three speakers who extensively covered Rules, Regulations and Procedures etc. governing the above aspects. The Seminar was well attended by over 250 participants. 

Prof. Dr. Khawaja Amjad Saeed, Principal, Hailey College of Banking & Finance, University of the Punjab was invited to attend the above Seminar and participated in the deliberations. He touched upon the Moral and Ethical Frontiers of Corruption with references to Quranic Verses. 

He explained that corruption was a complex and difficult issue like cancer. He explained that there are basically two reasons for corruption namely; Need and Greed. Basic needs of 'the people must be met by the State so that they fulfill their obligations under the 1973 Constitution of Pakistan. The present government claims to have restored the above Constitution in its original shape. However, its implementation appears to be a far cry and too distant. Accordingly, a strategic plan is required to be prepared under various Articles of the above Constitution namely; 03, 16, 37 and 38. To begin with, the government must ensure their obligations in terms of implementation relating to well-being of the people as visualized under Article 3 of the above Constitution. Accordingly, the basic needs of the people will be met and probably corruption by all people due to needs will be reduced considerably, if not eliminated. 

The issue of greed needs to be tackled by fortifying moral and ethical frontiers. The Divine Value System as envisioned in Al-Quran ( 16: 90 ) must be implemented. In this respect, Allah 
has said: 

\ " 

"Indeed, Allah orders justice, good conduct and giving to relatives 
and forbids immorality, bad conduct and oppression". 

Accordingly, belief in Hereinafter is a pre-requisite and consequently the best weapon against corruption is self-accountability. In yet another Quranic Verse Allah has reminded: 

"So whosoever does an atoms weight of goodwill will see it. And whoever 
does an atoms weight of evil will see it". [ 99 - 7, 8 ]. 

Therefore, it is obligatory on the part of every Muslim to strongly believe that today's world is 
a temporary one and there is a need to deliver the goods in a befitting manner as part of our 
preparation for an everlasting and glorious life in Hereafter by implementing the spirit of the 
above aspects by avoiding corruption through self-accountability.
