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BRIEF INTRODUCTION
TO KNB SCHOLARSHIP

Kemitraan Negara Berkembang Scholarship, popularly known as KNB
Scholarship, is a financial assistance offered by the Indonesian
Government to prospective international students coming from
developing countries to pursue their master’s degree in one of
Indonesian universities. The scholarship was conceived in the 10th
Conference of Heads of States of Non-Aligned Movement (NAM)
countries, 16" September 1992. The Government of Republic of
Indonesia began to offer the scholarship to potential students from NAM
member countries in the following year.

The regional exclusiveness of the scholarship was revoke in 2002 since it
had developed global interest. It was then the scholarship was officially
renamed as Kemitraan Negara Berkembang Scholarship (KNB) and the
recipients were no longer limited to NAM member countries. To date,
the scholarship has also been offered.to-other developing countries in
Asia, Pacific, South America, Africa, and Eastern Europe. Eventually, the |
scholarship is expected to build the people-to-people relations between
Indonesia and the recipient countries. It aims at nurturing their future
leaders.

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PROGRAM STRUCTURE

1.Indonesian Language Training Program
A one academic year Indonesian Language (Bahasa) course is a
compulsory for all KNB students as all courses required to complete
the academic program (lecture and thesis) will be conducted in
Bahasa.The Bahasa course will be provided by each University.
.Preparatory Program
Preparatory program prior to the academic program will be arranged

in accordance with the university’s policy and program planning.
3. AcademicProgram
The maximum length of scholarship disbursement:
a. 6 semesters for Doctorate Degree program. There are two schemes

of doctorate degree offered under the scholarship: Doctorate
program by Research and Doctorate program by a combination of
coursework and research. An extension of maximum 2 semester
can be granted on case-by-case assessment on the candidates

individual specific case.
b. 4 semesters for Master Degree program.
c. 8 semestersfor Bachelor Degree program.
In order to successfully complete the program, it isimportant for all

KNB awardees to consistently produce a good academic
performance by developing a can do attitude, stay focus, as well as
being punctual, anddiscipline.
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SCHOLARSHIP
COVERAGE AND DURATION

The KNB Scholarship covers:
1. A Settlement allowance of IDR 1,500,000 will be given to new students
upon their arrival inIndonesia;

. While taking the Indonesian language course and preparatory
programs, the new students will only receive living allowance and
book allowance that will be distributed monthly;

. During the Academic Program, the KNB students will receive monthly
allowance that consists of living allowance and research and book
allowance;

. A health insurance with a maximum of IDR 400,000 monthly premium
(In case of the cost of medical services exceeded to those covered by
the health insurance, the difference should be borne by the student);

. A round-trip international airfare (economy class) from the interna-
tional airport of the student’s home countries to Indonesia, including
local transport to the host university;

Embassy or Indonesian Consulate to acquire the recommendation

3. Complete the online application process;

5. The Selection Results will be broadcasted online through the KNB

Scholarship Website and officially announced through the Indonesian
Embassy publication network;

In case of no Indonesian official representative
in your country, you need to obtain the letter from any Indonesian
Embassy accredited to your country.
