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"But this great passiveness and moderation seems entirely owing

to his want of power, and the great superiority of his opposers for the
first twelve years of his mission; for no sooner was he enabled, by
the assistance of those of Madina, to make head against his
enemies, then he gave out, that God had allowed him and his
followers to defend themselves against the infidels; and at length as
his force increased, he pretended to have the divine leave even to
attack them, and to destroy idolatry, and set up the true faith by the
sword."(9)
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"It is certainly one of the most convincing proofs that
Muhammadism was no other than a human invention, that is owed
its progress and establishment almost entirely to the sword; and it is
one of the strongest demonstrations of the divine origin of
Christianity, that is prevailed against all the force and powers of the

world by the mere dint of its own truth."(I+)
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"The thought grew in him that the world must be compelled by

force to obey Allah's words and commandments, if preaching did not
succeed."(!)
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"The satisfaction and joy of victory increased the prophet's
consciousness of his calling. The thought grew in him that the world
must be compelled by force to obey Allah's word and
commandments, if preaching did not succeed...thus, even at this
time shortly after the battle of Bedr, the principle is formulated which

for a season made the sword the principal missionary instrument of

Islam."(I7)

"We are thus obliged to admit that in the early arab conquests,
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Jews and christians were not compelled by them to become
muslims, nor indeed did they do so. For many generations after the
conquest, the majority of Syrians retained the christian faith. Indeed,

the Lebanese have continued to do until the present day."(A)
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"Not only so, but Jews and christians were pirmitted to observe
their own laws, which were applied by their own judges.According to
muslim ideas, law arose from religion. Their own laws were derived
from the Qoran and the traditions. If,therefore, Jews and christians
were not to be obliged to become muslims, it followed that they

should not be compelled to observe muslim laws.Each religion

should follow the laws prescribed by its own faith."("9)
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"Much has been said of Mahomet's propagating his religion by the
sword...The sword indeed: but where will you get your sword! Every
new opinion, at its starting, is precisely in a minority of one. In one
man's head alone, there it dwells as yet. One man alone of the whole

world believes it; there is one man against all men. That he take a

sword and try to propagate with that, will do little for him. You must
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first get your sword. On the whole, a thing will propagate itself as it
can. We do not find, of the christian religion either, that it always
disdained the sword, when once it had got one. Charlemagne's

conversion of the Saxons was not by preaching."(30)
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"Muhammad accorded a general permission to his followers to

slay them (jews) wherever met."(F<)
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"As allies of the Arab clans the jews were in a sense included in

the new community at Medina. There may even have been a direct
treaty between some of them and Muhammad."("A)
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"No concession was too great that migf{t secure the countenance
and allegiance of the jews. Accodringly, not long after his arrival,

Mahomet entered into a treaty with them, which, both offensive and
defensive guaranteed their safety and independence"("9)
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"This was the poet Ka,b ibn Al-Ashraf, who, after the battle of

Badr, had the audacity to go to Mecca, where he sought to incite the
Quraish to revenge by this sarcastic poems."()
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"When he heard the news of Badr, he set out for Mecca, and by

his verses helped to rouse the Meccans to greif and anger and the
desire for revenge."(™)
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"Another jew of the Nazir,Abu Rafe Sallam, son of Abu,l Hukaik,
was equally wild and bitter against the muslamans.He inhabited,with
the fraction of histribe,the territories of Khaiber, four or five
days'journey to the north-west of Madina. Detesting Mohammad and
the muslamans,he made use of every endeaivour to excite the

neighbouring Arab Tribes,such as the Sulaim and the gatafan
against them."("™)
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
